Tonight, head to the Indian Pueblo
Cultural Center for a private tour followed by dinner and an exclu-
sive live performance of a Native American dance troupe in the
Center.

DAY 4 — Santa Fe Touring

Arrive in Santa Fe. A local Guide joins you for a walking tour of
historic Santa Fe. Visit the Loretto Chapel, whose staircase in a
marvel of architectural ingenuity. For shoppers, Governor’s Plaza
will provide a variety of shops and artist studios.

Travel east of Santa Fe to visit Pecos National Historic Park, which
