REAL ID UPDATE

You now have have until May 7, 2025 to obtain a Real ID
designation on your drivers license. This will be required for adults
fraveling on U.S. commercial flights or upon entering certain federal
buildings. The U.S. Department of Homeland Security recently
announced it has extended the previous deadline to gef the new
identification card. You now have until May 7, 2025.Those who

do not have a Real ID designation on their license by the May
2025 deadline will be required to use another acceptable form of
identification, such as a passport, to board a flight, or enter federal
buildings. Visit realid.ilsos.gov for more information about REAL ID.
